HOUSING ADVICE

Following months of uncertainty in the financial markets, any press
about the current housing market tends to read like an obituary.
However, in any market there are always opportunities. Published
figures from Halifax suggest that house prices fell by an average 2.5
per cent last month, which was the biggest fall in a single month since
1992. It did, however, go on to suggest that prices were still more
than 1 per cent higher than they were 12 months ago.

With market conditions shifting on a regular basis and with different
postcodes and price brackets operating independently from one another,
particularly given the varied stock available in Brighton & Hove, it is
impossible for mainstream press articles to offer more than an idea of
general trends. Although confidence has been knocked as a result of
wider press publishings and prices, as a result, seem lower, the prime
sector of the market where buyers have good credit ratings and tend to
need a lower loan-to-value rate are less affected by the credit crunch.
Many people are aware that the lenders have withdrawn products at an
alarming rate and everyone, from those seeking a new mortgage to
those wishing to remortgage, is generally finding it harder to source an
affordable option. The Bank of England has, however, announced it is
making £50 billion of bonds available for banks to use to secure
mortgage debts. This should result in the average mortgage deal
starting to improve, however, this will probably take until early autumn.
First-time buyers have all but disappeared, volumes of stock selling has
fallen and the chains are becoming longer and more difficult to
complete. On the flipside, longer-term investors are benefiting from a
stronger rental market with a greater volume of tenants and generally
higher rents achieved. Optimistic buyers have been taking advantage of
worried vendors and distressed market conditions.
